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On the 29th of September, 2021 the ERASMUS+ PRINTeL Final Dissemination Online Conference
entitled “Change in The Classroom” which involved participation of around 250 participants
and attendees took place online with the help of Zoom video-conferencing platform. The main
active participants represented the Project coordinating Yerevan State University (YSU), Project
PC partner universities: National Polytechnic University of Armenia (NPUA), Vanadzor State
University after H. Tumanyan (VSU) llia State University (ISU), Georgian Technical University
(GTU) and lakob Gogebashvili Telavi State University (TeSaU), Belarusian State University (BSU),
Brest State Technical University (BrSTU) and Yanka Kupala State University of Grodno (YKSUG),
and EU partners: (Universitat de Barcelona (UB), Universidade do Porto (U. Porto), Linkopings
Universitet (LiU), Katholieke Universiteit Leuven (KU Leuven) and FH Joanneum Gesellschaft mbH
(FHJ)), who in round-table discussions summarized the realized activities, results,
achievements and significance of the Project, as well as a number of attendees, interested in
innovative teaching and learning from a various other universities and countries were also

present in the Closing Webinar.

The following analysis of the evaluation survey results is based on the feedback received from

47 out of 132 participants. The survey was conducted by means of using an online survey form
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(https://forms.gle/JwMU9uCH25TU9EmMG6) sent on 29 September 2021 with the cessation
date - 11 October 2021.

As a result of the survey conduction two forms of data were collected:
1 Qualitative: qualitative data including participant comments.

1 Quantitative: quantitative data including category ranking metrics and frequency

of similar terms used.

Intended to measure the overall satisfaction level and general expectations of the participants
involved in the PRINTeL project Closing Webinar, the analysis of the online survey reveals the

following picture.

The first question of the survey concerning the usefulness of the pre-webinar information
provided by the organisers was evaluated by 59,6% of the participants as “very useful”, 36,2%
of the participants gave the mark “useful”, 2,1% evaluated as “quite useful” and 2,1% - “not
